Snowrun Enduro Sunday 7™ February 2010

The year starts with the Snowrun Enduro, long regarded as the season opener for
traditional timecard events. Due to take place on Sunday 7" February, in the Crychan
Forest near Llandovery, it is hoped that the event won’t be postponed due to heavy
snow as was the case in 2009.

For the first time, the event will feature two special tests, one slow and technical and
the other a faster open run, as part of a 25 mile lap with an easy time schedule. In
addition to the usual classes, this year will see the introduction of Veteran A (Expert)
and Veteran B (Clubman) classes in line with a number of other clubs.

Red Kite Enduro Sunday 4" April 2010

This will be followed by the Red Kite Enduro on Easter Sunday (4th April) in Halfway
Forest. Run for the first time in 2009, it is hoped that we will not see a repeat of the
horrendous weather that disrupted the inaugural event. Using the start area and
many of the tracks from the early days of enduro, it is hoped to see an improved
entry to ensure that the event can continue in future years.

The Club will then be running two Rally’s to complete the year. Both are 2-day
events, but with the introduction of a 1-day option on the Sunday for those who are
unable to make the full weekend. The first will be the Beacons 2-day Rally on 21°'/
22M August in Crychan Forest, which will follow the format of this year’s successful
event. The second will be the Cambrian Rally in the Tywi Forest, incorporating part of
the Strata Florida track and stunning scenery in one of the remotest areas of Mid-
Wales. Each of the four days of competition will count towards the 2010 WTRA Rally
